Commission’s position: 
The Commission cannot accept any of the amendments for the following reasons:

Amendment 7: The Commission is using the export refund instrument in a prudent and careful way, taking into account its responsibility for the international trade and its commitments regarding this instrument. However, the instrument exists and the Commission is using it in order to support the market in line with the provisions of the CMO.

Amendment 8: In order to assure a correct use of the financial means spent by the EU and the Member States, the possible market support measures will be applied only for what is strictly necessary. The killing of animals has no priority in the measures and the Commission will propose actions which are in line with the animal welfare standards.

Amendment 18: The reference to distortion of competition already exists in article 14 paragraph 3 of the CMO. 
Amendments 16 and 9: Actions such as information campaigns are not covered by exceptional market support measures. A specific legal framework is provided for such actions (Council Regulation EC N° 2826/2000).

Amendment 5: As long as the veterinary measures to combat the spread of animal disease have been taken in conformity with the Community law, they are covered by the paragraph 1a). No detail about the way to combat the disease should be laid down in the Council regulation.

Amendments 17 and 23: Same justification as for Amendments 16 and 19.
Amendment 6: Same justification as for Amendment 5.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission intends to modify its proposal orally before the Council for clarification purposes.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council adopted this proposal on 25 April 2006.
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
