Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The Resolution has to be seen in context of the Commission Communication (COM(2009)665 final) and the Addendum thereto (COM(2010)147) to which the Resolution makes explicit reference. In its two documents the Commission laid out the different effects and consequences of the entry into force of the Treaty of Lisbon on pending proposals. In its Resolution the European Parliament addresses three main points:

· Parliament demands a new or an amended proposal or, where appropriate, a re-consultation by the Council of Ministers for 10 pending procedures. The Parliament is of the opinion that in these cases the Treaty of Lisbon has established a new legal framework, notably owing to changes made to their legal basis and/or the relevant procedures, which would affect these files in such a way, that this step is needed to take the new framework into due account. It calls on both the Commission and the Council to comply with its requests.

· Parliament confirms its position in 29 procedures which changed under the Treaty of Lisbon.

· In contrast, however, Parliament does not confirm its position in four other procedures and underlines that it wishes to proceed to a new first reading of the original proposal.

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
In line with Communication (COM(2009)665 final) and the Addendum thereto, the Commission does not see the necessity for a new or amended Commission proposal for the procedures listed. In view of Parliament's demands, the Commission is willing to re-examine its position on a case-by-case basis, however, without making any commitment for a new or amended proposal.

The Commission welcomes that Parliament confirms its position in the 29 procedures listed in its Resolution and takes note that it does not also do so for the other four ones.
