Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council adopted the proposal on the 12 July. The Commission has prepared a declaration to be annexed to the minutes, regretting the lack of agreement on a real common pot, and stressing the need for Member States to commit to a real common pot before the launch of any further Art.185 initiative. The Commission also stresses the importance of the common pot model for the implementation of Joint Programming Initiatives.
