Commission's position: The Commission rejects the 3 amendments adopted by the Parliament.
The Parliament considers that the legal basis should be changed to Article 43(2) and Article 204 TFEU. The Commission remains convinced that Article 203 TFEU is the proper legal basis for the proposal.
Nevertheless, in view of the unanimous support for the substance of the measure, the Commission would not stand in the way of finding a pragmatic solution. The Commission will, therefore, not withdraw its proposal, even if the Council should adopt the position of the EP. If unanimity is not available in the Council to accept the position of the EP, the Commission in addition would not oppose such a position and will support the Council.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission does not intend to table a modified proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: If Council agrees with the Parliament's amendments, the proposal would follow the ordinary legislative procedure. In this case, an early second-reading agreement would be possible. If the Council does not follow this line, it could adopt its Decision quickly.
