Commission's position: In order to boost the final negotiations on the asylum legislative package, the Commission aims to shortly adopt modified proposals on the Asylum Procedures Directive and on the Reception Conditions Directive. The Commission announced that the modified proposal would take into account the position of the European Parliament. The Commission will take a final position on the amendments of the European Parliament at the time of the adoption of the modified proposal which is foreseen for June 2011.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: A modified proposal to reflect the Commission's position on the European Parliament's first reading amendments will be prepared as soon as possible.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: No political agreement has been reached in the Council. The Council is expected to continue negotiations based on the modified proposal.
