Brief analysis/assessment of the Resolution and requests made in it:

The Resolution stresses the importance of the EU occupational safety and health (OSH) policy. The main priorities indicated concern: (a) the collection of statistical data on OSH; (b) the fostering of an OSH prevention culture; (c) the attention paid to vulnerable workers (migrants, young and old people, women, workers with insecure working conditions and/or atypical working arrangements), and specific risks (risks arising from new technologies, ergonomics, tobacco smoke, harmful substances, and work organisation). The Commission is asked to intervene in each of these areas with initiatives to improve the European framework for Member States and stakeholders to deliver on their own strategies.

Response to the requests and outlook regarding the action that the Commission has taken or intends to take:
The Commission will take full account of Parliament’s requests in connection with the communication on future occupational safety and health (OSH) policy priorities, which, according to the Commission work programme, the College should adopt in 2012. The communication will also be based on the results of the mid-term review and will reflect the outcome of the final evaluation of the current EU OSH strategy, which is currently under way.
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
