Subject: the issuance of euro coins
The objective of the proposal is to bring legal certainty and addressing the deficiencies of the current (incomplete) legal framework on euro coins by setting legally binding rules on coin issuance of euro coins.

Commission's position: The Commission can accept the compromise amendment adopted by the European Parliament and agreed at the trialogue.

The trialogue held on the proposal on coin issuance led to a text approved by all three negotiating parties. Given the results of the trialogue, no open points are left for further consideration or discussion.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
