Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:

The Parliament calls on the Council to restart the debate on regulation 1049/2001, to adopt its first reading position and to continue negotiations. It calls on the Commission to engage fully in the amending and lisbonizing of Regulation 1049/2001, or to take appropriate measures to break the deadlock.

The Parliament reaffirms its first reading position as adopted on 15 December 2011 as its starting point for negotiations.

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:

The Commission remains open to a genuine discussion with both branches of the EU legislature on the review of the Regulation, but insists on the need to strike the right balance between the fundamental right of access to EU documents and the need to adequately protect all legitimate interests.
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
