Commission’s position: The Commission can accept all of the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
The Commission can accept amendment 1, even though the indeterminate duration was proposed to avoid unnecessary administrative burden and in the interest of speed and efficiency. The proposal already foresees the possibility of revocation of the empowerments in any case. An additional limitation therefore leads to unnecessary administrative burden. In practice it means that in about 5 years the Commission will have to report on all 160 acts covered by the proposal at the same time. Such reporting will have to be done in an effective way, such as by grouped reports.

The Commission can accept amendments 2, 3, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13. The Commission would however like to underline that deviations from the period for objections to be 2 months, extendable by 2 months as agreed in the Common Understanding should remain the exception.

The Commission can also accept amendment 4. Regulation 1013/2006 is currently under revision based on the Commission proposal COM(2013)0516.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: A modified proposal to reflect the Commission's position on the European Parliament's first reading amendments, taking also account of the discussions in the Council Working Group, will be prepared as soon as possible.

Outlook for the adoption of the Council's position: No political agreement has been reached yet and there is no timetable for a Council common position at this point.
