Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution overall provided an important and useful contribution to inter-institutional discussions leading to agreement on the new European Consensus on Development. On the basis of this resolution, the co-rapporteurs (Bogdan Brunon WENTA and Norbert NEUSER) represented the views of the European Parliament in discussions with the Council and the Commission on the revision of the European Consensus on Development. The Commission noted the many areas of convergence between the resolution and the Commission proposal
. The resolution contains a strong affirmation of poverty eradication as a primary objective of development policy, and acknowledges that the revision of the Consensus is both "timely and necessary". The resolution recognises the challenges and opportunities posed by changes in the development landscape, including global trends, the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, as well as the Paris Agreement on Climate Change and other recent global agreements. The resolution also acknowledges and seeks to capitalise on the changes brought about by the Lisbon Treaty, in the same vein as the Commission proposal, by recognising that development policy has an important place within EU external action. There is strong language throughout on the principles of development effectiveness and on the importance of Policy Coherence for Development (PCD). The approach to differentiation is broadly in line with the Commission proposal.
The above elements were reflected in the inter-institutional discussions. Some other issues covered by the resolution required further in-depth discussion and agreement among all the signatories to the new Consensus.

Response to the requests and overview of actions taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The Commission presented its proposal for a new European Consensus on Development on 22 November 2016
. On the basis of this proposal, a series of inter-institutional discussions were held, leading to agreement on the new European Consensus on Development. The new Consensus provides a collective vision for development policy for the EU and its Member States. Whilst formal co-decision procedures do not apply in this instance, the new Consensus had to be agreed by three EU institutions, as was the case with the 2005 Consensus: the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission.

This resolution provided the European Parliament's reaction to the Commission proposal on a new Consensus. The Commission welcomed the engagement from the Parliament during the plenary discussion on the resolution on 13 February 2017.
On 21 February 2017 the Presidency of the Council, in close cooperation with the Commission, circulated a first revised draft proposal for a new Consensus, which incorporated many suggestions from the Parliament's Resolution.
This was followed by further constructive informal discussions among the three institutions and commitments to continue cooperation for further convergence. The second compromise proposal was circulated by the Presidency of the Council on 24 March 2017, incorporating further elements from the inter-institutional discussions and the informal development ministers meeting of 16 March 2017. Informal trilateral discussions were held in March, April and early May, to address outstanding issues.
A provisional agreement on a text of the Joint Statement on a new European Consensus on Development was reached on 9 May 2017 at a trilateral meeting between Presidency, European Parliament and the Commission, supported by the EEAS. Following the conclusion of the inter-institutional discussions, on 19 May 2017 the Council formally approved the new Consensus (at the Foreign Affairs (Development) Council). Provided the European Parliament also endorses the new Consensus (a vote is scheduled on 1 June), the Joint Statement would be officially signed by the President of the European Parliament, the Prime Minister of Malta, on behalf of the Council and Member States, the President of the European Commission, and the High Representative, at the European Development Days on 7 June 2017.
