8.	Commission's position:
The Commission welcomes the resolution of the European Parliament and takes note that none of the adopted amendments change the substance of its initial proposal.
However, the Commission considers that amendments 5 and 7 lack clarity and do not reflect the reality, and suggests that their wording is improved as indicated below:
a)	Amendment 5
Text of the amendment proposed by the Parliament: The alternative mode of financing proposed by the BIC has informed this Regulation, while recognising the unique features of the BBI Joint Undertaking. The Commission will examine how that alternative mode of financing could apply to other joint undertakings, and, in particular, to the Innovative Medicines Initiative Joint Undertaking.
Alternative text proposed by the Commission: The alternative mode of financing proposed by the BIC is designed to improve the initial BBI Regulation, while recognising the unique features of the BBI Joint Undertaking. The Commission will examine how that alternative mode of financing could apply to other joint undertakings.
b)	Amendment 7
Text of the amendment proposed by the Parliament: In its joint undertaking process, the Commission set out the impact and effectiveness of, and lessons learnt from, the proposed amendments. The Commission should submit a report to the European Parliament and to the Council assessing the effectiveness of this Regulation, in light of the BIC’s obligation to deliver its financial contribution by 31 December 2024.
Alternative text proposed by the Commission: In its proposal for amendment, the Commission set out the impact and effectiveness expected from the proposed amendment. The Commission should submit a report to the European Parliament and to the Council assessing the effectiveness of this Regulation, in light of the BIC’s obligation to deliver its financial contribution by 31 December 2024.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal:
The Commission will not table a modified proposal in respect of the additional amendments proposed by Parliament.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of the proposal:
The timing of the adoption of the proposal by the Council is to be decided by the Estonian Presidency.
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
